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Objective: This study aims to examine the role of semantic repetition in enhancing
textual cohesion in selected supplications from Mafatih al-Jinan. Supplications possess
religious, moral, social, and literary dimensions, which have attracted the attention of
scholars, writers, and literary critics. However, due to the broad scope of supplicatory
texts, many of their hidden meanings and textual features remain insufficiently explored.
Therefore, this research seeks to uncover some of these implicit meanings and less visible
textual functions.

Method: The study adopts a descriptive-analytical method. It focuses on forms of
repetition that have received limited attention in previous studies, particularly internal
repetition, which may not appear as repetition on the surface but functions semantically
within the text. To maintain a clear and focused research framework, the analysis is
limited to the semantic and content-based aspects of repetition in the opening section of
the ziyarat texts. The study first defines the main and subsidiary concepts, then selects
and analyzes relevant examples closely connected to the research topic.

Results: The findings show that semantic repetition plays an important role in
strengthening the internal connection between clauses and sentences in supplicatory texts.
It also contributes to the coherence of meaning and reinforces the emotional and spiritual
relationship established between the supplicant and God.

Conclusions: The study concludes that the Infallible Imams (peace be upon them)
frequently employed semantic and internal forms of repetition as effective textual
techniques. These forms of repetition not only enhance textual cohesion but also deepen
the spiritual, rhetorical, and communicative dimensions of the supplications.
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Introduction

Repetition is one of the oldest and most influential techniques in literary discourse, yet its forms
and functions have developed considerably across genres and periods. In literary texts,
repetition does not merely reproduce words or sounds; rather, it can operate as a subtle textual
mechanism that clarifies meaning, intensifies emotional effect, and strengthens the
communicative relationship between the text and its recipient. When employed effectively,
repetition contributes to the aesthetic, rhythmic, semantic, and psychological dimensions of
discourse. For this reason, both classical and modern critics have examined repetition as a major
device in literary expression, although they have not always agreed on its value. Some
approaches regard repetition as a source of beauty and emphasis when it is contextually
motivated, while others warn that uncontrolled repetition may produce monotony and weaken
the artistic structure of the text.

The present study is concerned with a less visible form of repetition, namely semantic
repetition, which does not depend on the recurrence of the same word or phrase. This kind of
repetition functions through repeated meanings, related semantic fields, inclusion, synonymy,
opposition, implication, reformulation, and general lexical units. Unlike surface repetition,
semantic repetition may remain hidden at the level of form, but it becomes clear through careful
analysis of meaning, textual relations, and contextual development. The study argues that this
form of repetition is especially significant in supplicatory texts, where the aim is not only to
convey meaning but also to create a spiritual atmosphere, deepen emotional participation, and
reinforce the relationship between the supplicant and God.

The supplications of Mafatih al-Jinan provide a rich field for this investigation. These
supplications possess religious, ethical, social, psychological, and literary characteristics, which
make them suitable for textual and stylistic analysis. Previous studies have examined repetition
in devotional texts, especially in works such as al-Sahifah al-Sajjadiyyah and the supplication
of Arafah, but the specific patterns of semantic and content-based repetition in Mafatih al-Jinan
have not received sufficient independent attention. Therefore, this study seeks to investigate
how semantic repetition is formed in these supplications, how it functions within the structure
of the text, and how it contributes to aesthetic effect, textual cohesion, and semantic expansion.

Methodology

The study adopts a descriptive-analytical method based on close internal reading of selected
supplicatory texts from Mafatih al-Jinan. The analysis is limited to the supplications from the
beginning of the book up to the section of ziyarah in order to maintain a focused scope and
avoid dispersion. Rather than examining all forms of repetition, the study concentrates on two
major types: semantic repetition and content-based repetition. These two types are selected
because they share an important feature: neither requires the visible repetition of identical
words. Their effect emerges through the recurrence of meaning, the distribution of related
lexical items, and the organization of textual relations.

The theoretical framework draws on classical and modern discussions of repetition, rhetoric,
textual cohesion, and semantic relations. Classical Arabic rhetoric often placed repetition within
the broader category of expansion or amplification, while modern textual studies treat it as an
independent technique with several subtypes. The study benefits from concepts such as
synonymy, antonymy, inclusion, implication, semantic field, reformulation, and general words.
It also approaches repetition as a means of cohesion, since semantic relations between lexical
units can bind parts of a text together even when the same expression is not repeated.

The analytical procedure begins by defining the relevant forms of semantic repetition and then
identifying their manifestations in selected passages from the supplications. These examples
are examined according to their textual location, semantic structure, and function in relation to
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the overall discourse. The study analyzes how key words, covering terms, oppositional pairs,
synonymous expressions, reformulated phrases, and semantic fields work together to build
networks of meaning. It also considers how these networks affect the recipient’s perception and
participation in the devotional experience.

Results

The findings show that semantic repetition is widely used in Mafatih al-Jinan and that it appears
in diverse patterns. One major pattern is repetition through inclusion, where a general or
covering word functions as a semantic center around which several related elements are
arranged. In such cases, the covering word creates a point of orientation, and the subsequent
elements explain, specify, or expand its meaning. This pattern strengthens textual continuity
because the general term and its parts are connected through a shared semantic field. It also
helps the supplicatory text move from general meaning to detailed emotional and spiritual
expression.

Another important pattern is repetition through synonymy or near-synonymy. The study shows
that the supplications frequently use expressions that are close in meaning without being
completely identical. This method prevents monotony while preserving semantic unity. It
allows the text to repeat a meaning in different linguistic forms, thereby enriching the discourse
and deepening its emotional effect. In many cases, the difference between near-synonymous
terms produces subtle semantic variation, enabling the text to move between levels of meaning
such as fear, hope, humility, reliance, repentance, and divine mercy.

The research also identifies repetition through antonymy as a significant cohesive device.
Oppositional pairs such as hidden and manifest, living and dead, present and absent, small and
great, or male and female do not merely create contrast; they also expand the scope of meaning
and produce a sense of totality. Through opposition, the supplicatory text includes all possible
states and categories, thus reinforcing the comprehensiveness of the prayer. This form of
repetition has both argumentative and aesthetic value, since the presence of one pole calls forth
its opposite and leads the recipient to perceive the meaning as complete and inclusive.

In addition, the study finds that repetition through implication and semantic fields plays an
important role in building textual cohesion. In implication, several lexical items are gathered
under a larger conceptual category, sometimes through a gradual movement from parts to a
covering word. This creates a semantic network that unifies the passage and guides the reader
toward the central meaning. In semantic field repetition, words belonging to domains such as
divine attributes, prophets, places, times, body parts, spiritual states, and acts of worship are
distributed throughout the text. These fields link distant parts of the supplication and allow
meaning to grow organically across the discourse.

Conclusion

The study concludes that semantic repetition in Mafatih al-Jinan is not a secondary ornament
but a central textual technique. It contributes to the cohesion, coherence, and semantic richness
of the supplications by binding words, clauses, and passages through hidden relations of
meaning. Unlike visible repetition, which depends on repeated forms, semantic repetition works
through conceptual recurrence and relational continuity. Its effectiveness lies precisely in its
subtlety: it shapes the reader’s understanding without always appearing as repetition on the
surface of the text.

The analysis also demonstrates that the supplicatory text does not rely on a single type of
semantic repetition. Rather, it employs multiple patterns according to the requirements of
context, meaning, and spiritual atmosphere. Inclusion, synonymy, antonymy, implication,
reformulation, semantic field repetition, and general lexical units all contribute to the
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construction of a unified discourse. These patterns help the text avoid monotony while
maintaining continuity, intensifying emotional resonance, and expanding the range of
interpretation.

Furthermore, the study shows that semantic and content-based repetition play a decisive role in
creating the spiritual environment of the supplications. They support the transition from
confession to hope, from fear to trust, from humility to intimacy, and from individual need to
divine mercy. Through these forms, the text strengthens the relationship between the supplicant
and God, while also drawing the recipient into the same devotional state. The repetition of
meaning, even without repeated wording, thus becomes a means of spiritual participation,
textual cohesion, and aesthetic elevation.

Ultimately, the findings reveal that the infallible Imams employed semantic repetition with high
artistic and communicative awareness. Their supplicatory discourse uses hidden patterns of
repetition to expand meaning, deepen the spiritual mood, and consolidate the internal unity of
the text. Semantic repetition therefore proves to be a powerful mechanism through which
Mafatih al-Jinan achieves both literary beauty and devotional effectiveness.
